Pronunciation: ˈa-lə-ˌgȯr-ē
Function: noun 

1: the expression by means of symbolic fictional figures and actions of truths or generalizations about human existence ; also : an instance (as in a story or painting) of such expression

2: a symbolic representation 
Cable tow
Pronunciation: kā-′bəl ˈtō 
Function: noun
1. Probably from the German “Kable tau.”  Originally the term was “cable rope.”  Symbolically, like the umbilical cord which attaches the infant to mother, it attaches the initiate to his Lodge.  It is removed as soon as the spiritual bond of the obligation takes the place of the physical restraint.  The Baltimore Masonic Convention of 1843 defined the length of the cable tow as “the scope of a brother’s reasonable ability.”
