Lodge Alarm system

Brethren, last fall the idea of an alarm system for the lodge was presented and much debated discussion was held both pro and con.  In the end we had tabled the discussion for the period of six months.  The time has now come and we are discussing it once again.

The previous talk was for just a security system, in the wake of the break-in that we suffered.  We have recently installed smoke detectors and emergency exit lights as required by code.  We are working on getting a current quote on what the cost would be to have a system installed that would cover security as well as include the smoke detectors, sump pump failure, and furnace failure.  These areas of detection can help save the lodge in the event of an emergency.  

Last summer the quote for the security system was in the area of nine hundred dollars.  I would assume that it is going to be slightly higher now.  HOWEVER, we have received $1,400 back from the insurance company because we have now switched to the Grand Lodge Plan, and are saving a substantial amount per year in insurance costs.  It is very possible that we can purchase the system and have it installed and not spend any more than what the insurance company has given us back.  So we’ll feel no out of pocket costs!

This matter will be further discussed at the February stated meeting, so I would urge anyone with any thoughts on the matter to please attend.
